On April 9, 2015 at 2 p.m., there will be a press conference to announce a sexual assault 
awareness initiative for the month of April. The press conference will be held in the 
Donald A. Stafford Media Conference Room located at 1400 South Lamar Street.   
 
The Dallas County Sexual Assault Coalition, with the support of the Dallas Police 
Department, will be conducting an initiative teaming with local bars and restaurants in 
the prevention of sexual assault. The “Protecting Our Patrons Program” presents 
customers with information targeted at reducing sexual assault offenses. 
 
More than half of the sexual assaults reported to the Dallas Police Department involve 
suspects preying on victims who are in some way impaired. The Dallas County Sexual 
Assault Coalition developed the campaign that posts messages highlighting the dangers 
of over consumption, date rape drugs, and “no means no” in restrooms within 
participating bars and restaurants.  
 
Participation in the initiative is voluntary. The coalition wishes to thank the 
establishments who want their patrons to have a safe/good time and for getting this vital 
information out for the prevention of sexual assault offenses.
